Customers receive a better service with 
more frequent collections of more types 
of waste.

On collection day 
To streamline collections as much 
as possible, it is important that the 

containers are facing the right way on 
collection day. The containers should be 
positioned with their opening (the lid) 
facing the road.

To ensure collections run smoothly, 
a little space is required around the 
containers. It is therefore important that 
they are not standing too close to any 
fences, vehicles or bin stores/stands.

Do you have the SIM Tømmekalender app  
to check your collection days?
If you download our app, you will receive reminders to put out 
the right container at the right time. If you already have our app: 
Remember to change the collection day if you have a new one!

Put out the container on 
collection day. Remember 
that the container 
must be out by 06:00. 
Remember to retrieve the 
container after collection.

The new waste collection 
vehicles will collect waste 
+ biowaste every other 
week. Remember to put 
out both containers on 
collection days.

The new waste collection 
vehicles will collect paper 
+ plastic packaging every 
fourthweek. Remember to  
put out the container + plastic 
bag on collection days.

Avoid overfilling the 
container. The lid must 
wholly cover it.

Ensure the container is 
facing the right way. Make 
sure that the opening is 
facing the road so that 
the lifting arm can grip 
the container.

It would be helpful if 
the waste and biowaste 
containers are grouped 
together.

You can get a new bag 
for plastic packaging by 
hanging/tying an empty bag 
to your paper container.

You can also collect new 
bags at your nearest 
recycling centre.
